PROJECT LOCATION

The Creekside Plaza Project site consists of three passce ( As sessor ' s-21R-ald, 82¥| Numb e
211-016 and 327211-025), totaling 4.9 acres, located at the northwest corner of the intersection of Forni

Road and Missouri Flat Road in the Diamond Springs area outside the incorporated city of Planerville,

El Dorado County. The project site is located within the El Derldamond Springs Community Region.

The project site is located within the Placerville Quadrangle, Section 24, Township 10 North, Range 10
Easton the USGS 7-®inute topographic map. Swounding land uses are existing sinégenily residential
development to the north and northwest, while commercial uses are located to the west, south, and east.

The project consists of replacisgme of the previously approved uses including a convenience store,
carwash and fueling island, which will replace the retail building at the southern tip of the property at the
intersection and the Quick Serve restantaetail building with drive through. The mixedase office use

will remain the same, and no changes are proposed to the parcel intended for a conservation easement.

The proposed project is requestirggh amendment to a previouskgpprowved project(PD160005)and
involves thefollowingtwo related actions:

1 Planned DevelopmerRlan Amendmentor a proposedconvenience store, carwashnd fueling
island,which will replace the retail building at the southern tip of the property at the intersection
andthe QuickServe restaurant/retail building with drive through.

1 Conditional Use Permibr a proposedcarwash associated with a convenience store and fueling
station.

The proposed ARCO development would specifically consist of new convenience store of 3,489 square

feet, a carwash of 2,100 square feet, a fuel canopy of 4,872 square feet with eight fuel dispensers, two
underground storage tanks, and related site improveimtes and | andscaping. The |
